GR received a leaflet about another supplier which does online ordering and is looking into this. There were a couple of issues with current supplier Borders Embroidery during Covid regarding missing items.

· Preloved Uniform

MW and GR outlined the Pupil Council reasons for holding a second hand uniform sale such as sustainability and high number of unclaimed new/branded items in lost property.

The first sale is planned for 6th May 2022 with Pupil Council leading this with help from staff and parent helpers and will be held outside (weather dependant).

Call for branded and non-branded good quality uniform items has gone out and items starting to arrive in school. This will need further promoted within Parent/Carer groups.

MW thanked GR for her work on this and will tell the pupils more about the sale at Assembly.

Pupil Council would like this to be a recurring event with uniform stalls at other school events (Sports Day, Disco, Parent's evenings).

Other suggestions from FLPPS included a stall at prospective P1 evening and contacting feeder nurseries to offer chance to purchase uniform ahead of starting school.

· Uniform format for next year

Discussion about uniform policy now restrictions are changing.

Changing rooms in school are still closed and MW will consult with parent/carer body to gauge opinion on wearing PE uniform to school before making a decision to reopen them or not. Additional suggestions for the consultation included:

· PE hoodies in school colours
· having two uniform options  (Sport/School)

· benefit of having consistent clear uniform policy to help parents

· adding a cap to the uniform order for use in hotter weather as a HWB consideration

· clarification of school shoes policy.
